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Abstract : The construction of the evaluation system of course ideology and politics in higher vocational colleges
and universities aims to promote the comprehensive optimization and reform of the curriculum, and
evaluates the effectiveness of course ideology and politics in terms of the composition of elements
such as ideological and political elements, professional attributes, and the effectiveness of nurturing
people.
