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It is imperative to carry out the reform of practical teaching mode of preschool education based on
the concept of integration of production and education, which can promote the effective integration
of education resources of "school" and "park", greatly improve the professional level of preschool
education graduates, and help graduates better adapt to the actual job needs. This paper summarizes
the integration of production and education, analyzes the significance of integrating the concept of
integration of production and education into the practical teaching of preschool education majors,
and summarizes the strategies for restructuring the practical teaching model of preschool education
majors, so as to strengthen the collaborative education effect of "school" and "park" and effectively
improve the vocational ability training quality of preschool education majors.
