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With the continuous advancement and deepening of curriculum reform, higher requirements are put
forward for the ideological and political teachers in technical colleges. Therefore, the ideological and
political teachers need to explore the practical path of optimizing the teaching effect and constructing
the efficient classroom, so as to give full play to the educational value of ideological and political
teaching. To be specific, teachers can try to integrate the craftsman spirit into their daily teaching,
provide new ideas for improving the curriculum system and reconstructing the teaching mode,
realize the effective integration of the craftsman spirit and ideological and political content, and
finally effectively improve students' comprehensive quality. This paper focuses on the above content,
expounds the connotation of the craftsman spirit, analyzes the practical significance of the craftsman
spirit into the ideological and political teaching, and puts forward the specific integration path.
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
