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Abstract : With the continuous advancement of socialist modernization, integrating red culture into ideological
and political education in secondary vocational and technical colleges has become particularly
important. This paper aims to explore effective ways to introduce red culture into ideological and
political education for students in secondary vocational and technical colleges, so as to enhance their
political identity, socialist ideals and beliefs, patriotic awareness, and ideological and moral qualities.
The paper first discusses the value of red culture in ideological and political education, and then puts
forward specific practical strategies, including cultivating a professional teaching team, using new
media to expand the influence of red culture, creating an educational atmosphere in combination with
campus culture, and building red culture practice bases.
