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Curriculum ideology and politics extends ideological and political education beyond ideological and
political theory courses, enabling college music education and ideological and political education to
proceed in the same direction and play a synergistic role in the all-round development of students.
Starting from the concept of curriculum ideology and politics, teachers promote the collaborative
education of music education and ideological and political education, and construct an advanced
educational model integrating intellectual education and moral education. This can strengthen the value
guidance of music courses, and urge students to gradually enhance their sense of responsibility and
improve their ideological cognition in the process of learning music knowledge and skills. Therefore,
the author first analyzes the necessity of collaborative education in college music education under
the background of curriculum ideology and politics, and then adopts new educational strategies to
address the problems existing in specific practices, such as teachers' lack of awareness of curriculum
ideology and politics, students' low participation in class, and the singleness of curriculum assessment
methods, aiming to provide reference for promoting the construction of curriculum ideology and politics
and building a collaborative education model.
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
