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With the in—depth advancement of the "Grand Ideological and Political Course" construction project,
various disciplines in colleges and universities have strengthened the integration of ideological and political
education into courses. The dissemination of China's excellent traditional culture has become an important
link in enhancing my country's soft power in the new era, and also a starting point for foreign language
majors to carry out ideological and political education in courses. Therefore, against the backdrop of the
new era, the cultivation of intercultural communication competence has become an important goal, and its
status cannot be ignored. Based on this, this paper analyzes and studies the improvement of intercultural
communication competence in the cultivation of applied Japanese talents in colleges and universities from
the perspective of "Grand Ideological and Political Education", for reference.
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
