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Research on the Acculturation of Online Public Opinion on College Students’
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Abstract : Grounded in the fundamental task of “cultivating talents with moral integrity," this study explores the
multidimensional impacts of online public opinion on college students' value formation and proposes
systematic guidance strategies. In a fragmented and emotionally charged online communication
environment, college students are prone to issues such as value confusion, weakened rational
judgment, and fragmented consensus recognition. These phenomena are closely related to students'
personality traits and insufficient media literacy, as well as the inadequacy of ideological and political
education in universities to address contemporary students' value dilemmas and the severe problems
in the online ecosystem. Therefore, it is essential to enhance students' moral qualities while empowering
universities as primary actors and improving ecological governance within higher education institutions.
This involves constructing a high—quality content supply system and a long-term public opinion
governance framework to create a cleaner online space, cultivating students' media literacy and value
judgment capabilities, and facilitating a shift from passive acceptance to proactive rationality. Finally,
it is crucial to establish a connection between “"comprehensive ideological and political education”
and "macro—public opinion governance," integrating ideological and political education into the entire
process of talent cultivation, breaking down barriers across educational domains, and encouraging
participation from all stakeholders.
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
