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With the completion of China's first centenary goal, China's national strength has been further
enhanced, and its influence in the world has been further improved. In the new era, this requires
cultivating a large number of talents who fully grasp China's national policies, are familiar with
international regulations, understand China's national conditions, have a global perspective, and are
proficient in foreign languages. In such a context, colleges and universities integrate curriculum ideology
and politics with reading education in Japanese majors, conduct Marxist theory education and socialism
with Chinese characteristics education for Japanese majors, and cultivate excellent language workers
who conform to the trend of the times and take up the banner of national rejuvenation. Integrating the
concept of curriculum ideology and politics into the reading courses of college Japanese majors can,
to a certain extent, promote students' interest in Japanese reading and improve their moral quality.
Based on this, this paper will conduct research on Japanese reading courses for college Japanese
majors, analyze the realization mode of integrating curriculum ideology and politics with Japanese
reading, and explore new teaching paths.
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
