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Abstract :

Veteran college students re—entering school are a special group in the ideological and political

education of colleges and universities, and they have many leadership potentials. Leadership refers

to the ability of an individual to actively participate, use appropriate methods to influence others, and

thus lead followers to achieve specific goals. Through interviews with 18 veteran college students re—

entering G University, it is found that there are practical dilemmas in cultivating their leadership, such

as unexploited initiative, unactivated collective awareness, and the need to optimize methods. By

cultivating the subjectivity, social feelings, capabilities and methods of these students, their leadership

can be improved in terms of sense of responsibility, collective responsibility and leadership potential, so

as to give play to their leading role in ideological and political education.
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
