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Perspective of "Integration of Teaching, Learning and Evaluation”
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In the traditional teaching mode, evaluation is disconnected from students' learning and teachers
teaching, resulting in delayed teacher feedback and vague learning goals for students, which affects
the structured construction of students' knowledge. The "Integration of Teaching, Learning and
Evaluation" emphasizes the simultaneous progress of teaching, learning and evaluation, integrating
evaluation throughout the whole process of students' learning and teachers' teaching.
