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Research on the Construction of Labor Education Evaluation System in
Colleges and Universities in the New Era: Exploration Based on the "5-5-4"
Evaluation Model of University N
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Abstract : In the context of the new era, labor education has been incorporated into the education system
of "simultaneous development of moral, intellectual, physical, aesthetic, and labor education" and
strengthened institutionally. However, labor education evaluation in colleges and universities still faces
problems such as vague objectives, narrow content, single methods, and weak feedback, making it
difficult for evaluation results to play the role of incentive and improvement. Taking University N as a
case study, this paper focuses on its "5—5-4" labor education evaluation model, which consists of "five
dimensions of evaluation content, five types of evaluation methods, and four evaluation checklists". It
sorts out the logic of system construction and implementation paths, summarizes practical effects, and
puts forward suggestions for further improving the labor education evaluation system in colleges and
universities. The aim is to provide a replicable paradigm and ideas for the reform of labor education
evaluation in colleges and universities.
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
