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Abstract : With the penetration of the core competency education concept, junior high school Chinese teaching
has broken through the single dimension of language knowledge impartment and focused on the
implementation of the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education. During this period,
class management, as an important support for ensuring the development of educational work, is
transforming from the traditional discipline—restraint model to a modern management model dominated
by humanistic care. Junior high school Chinese teaching and class management belong to the fields
of education and management respectively, but they share the core goal of promoting students' all-
round development. Therefore, integrating junior high school Chinese teaching with class management,
infusing the humanistic charm of Chinese into the details of class management, and enriching the
content of Chinese teaching with the scenes of class growth, helps to solve the current educational
dilemmas and thus implement the work of promoting five educations simultaneously. Based on this,
this paper analyzes and studies the integration strategies between junior high school Chinese teaching
and class management for reference.
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
