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Research on the Design of Moral Education Micro-Projects and Students’
Professional Identity in Rehabilitation Majors Based on the Integration of
"Posts, Courses, Competitions and Certificates”

Abstract : Under the guidance of the comprehensive education concept of "integration of posts, courses,
competitions and certificates", this paper takes the rehabilitation therapy technology major as an
example, conducts an in—depth study on the innovative design and implementation strategies of
class moral education micro—projects, and evaluates their positive impact on students' professional
identity through empirical analysis. To solve the problems such as unclear professional cognition and
insignificant moral education effect of rehabilitation major students, the research designs a moral
education micro—project system that integrates four key elements: post skills, curriculum ideological
and political education, skill competitions and vocational certificates. Supported by a variety of
modular projects, this study combines methods such as scenario simulation and role model incentive
to create an innovative moral education practice path characterized by "four—in—one". Practice results
show that this model effectively integrates moral education elements such as professional ethics,
craftsman spirit and humanistic care into teaching practice, making them perceptible and participable.
Students have achieved significant improvements in three aspects: professional cognition, emotional
identity and behavioral engagement. This model provides a practical and feasible practice plan for
secondary vocational colleges to innovate moral education work paths and cultivate rehabilitation
professionals with both moral integrity and technical proficiency.
