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Research on the “People-Oriented” Integrated Ideological and Political
Education Strategies Across Primary Secondary and Higher Education

Abstract : To address the dilemma of the disconnection between "system construction" and "human-centered
values" in the integrated development of ideological and political courses across primary, secondary,
and higher education schools, this study, based on empirical research on the integration of these
courses, employs theoretical reasoning and logical deduction to construct an analytical framework
of "empirical support—targeted issues—strategy implementation." The study clarifies that "people—
oriented" is the core value principle guiding integrated development, with its essence being a
"development-oriented" approach aligned with students' growth patterns. It reveals that phenomena
such as floating objectives and mechanically pieced—together content in current practice mainly
stem from the encroachment of a "system—centered" approach over a "student—centered" approach.
From the perspective of "human—centered system construction," this study proposes an integrated
strategy system that is both targeted and practical, focusing on four dimensions: precise measures for
different educational stages, inter—school collaborative empowerment, demand—oriented teaching, and
mechanism—supported assurance. The research conclusions provide practical guidance for promoting
the transformation of integrated development from "formal connection" to "substantive education,"
contributing to the organic unification of value rationality and instrumental rationality.
