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“People-Oriented” Integration of Ideological and Political Courses Across
Primary Secondary and Higher Education: Current Status and Issues

Abstract : This study addresses the lack of empirical evidence from the student perspective on the
implementation effectiveness of the "people—oriented" concept in the integrated construction of
ideological and political courses across primary, secondary, and higher education. Based on Self-
Determination Theory, it explores the mechanism by which students' perceived degree of "people—
oriented" teaching in ideological and political courses affects their sense of learning gains and the
differences across educational stages. Using a cross—sectional questionnaire survey, 1,086 students
from six primary schools, four secondary schools, and three universities in Sichuan Province were
investigated. Data were analyzed using structural equation modeling and the Bootstrap method. The
study found that students' perception of "people—oriented" teaching positively and significantly predicts
their learning gains in ideological and political courses; the satisfaction of basic psychological needs
(autonomy, competence, relatedness) partially mediates this relationship; and educational stage
moderates the effect of "people—oriented" teaching on basic psychological needs satisfaction, with this
effect being significantly stronger at the university level than at the primary and secondary levels. The
findings provide empirical evidence for understanding the effective mechanisms of "people—oriented"
teaching and for promoting precise interventions across educational stages, offering preliminary
practical references for the integrated construction of ideological and political courses across primary,
secondary, and higher education in Sichuan.
