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The "Three-Stages and Three-Diversities” Interdisciplinary Teaching Method
for Facilitating Moral Education Infiltration of Traditional Festivals in Junior

Abstract : |Interdisciplinary teaching guides students to integrate the knowledge, skills, and methods learned in
history courses with those from other subjects, fostering their ability to analyze and solve problems
from multiple perspectives. On this basis, it deepens students' understanding and application of the
connotations of traditional Chinese festivals, laying a solid foundation for better inheritance of China's
excellent traditional culture. Taking daily classroom teaching as the main educational line and the four
major traditional Chinese festivals — Spring Festival, Qingming Festival, Dragon Boat Festival, and
Mid—Autumn Festival — as the sub-lines of moral education for cultural inheritance, the "three segments
and three more" interdisciplinary research approach is adopted to enhance students' understanding
of traditional festivals, cultivate their national self-confidence and pride, and improve their cultural
confidence and national identity. The "three segments" in the "three segments and three more"
interdisciplinary research refer to the division of the overall process of students' in—class and out—of—
class learning into three stages: before class, during class, and after class. The "three more" refer to
the methods and approaches that teachers use to guide and instruct students in their learning process,
namely, multi-dimensionality, diversity, and multi-levels.
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
