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This study focuses on the collaborative practice mechanism of integrated ideological and political
courses across counties, using Chongzhou City in Chengdu as a case. The research adopts an
embedded single—case study method, combining semi—structured interviews with 20 teachers, teaching
and research staff, and administrators, non—participant observations of five cross—stage teaching
and research activities, and policy document analysis, based on the theory of communities of practice.
Results indicate that integrated collaboration is a complex negotiation process: teachers at different
educational stages experience tension between utilitarian and quality—oriented approaches toward
the "shared cause," some formal teaching and research activities need strengthening in terms of deep
interaction and practical effectiveness, and the teaching "skill repository" mainly involves unidirectional
transfer from higher to lower stages with a lack of effective conversion mechanisms. Accordingly,
strategies such as building deep co—creation mechanisms and cultivating cross—boundary teachers
are proposed to optimize integration, providing empirical references for the grassroots implementation
of county—level integrated ideological and political courses.
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
