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Abstract :

Against the backdrop of the new curriculum reform, cultivating students' core chemical literacy and

higher—order thinking skills has become the central goal of senior high school chemistry teaching.

Project—based learning (PBL), a problem-oriented teaching model that advocates students'

independent inquiry, is conducive to enhancing students' initiative and innovation.
