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Research on the Construction of Digital Cultural Tourism Platforms from the
Perspective of Art Empowering Rural Revitalization — Take Caijiapo Village in
Huyi District, Xi "an City as an Example

Abstract : Against the backdrop of the deepening of the rural revitalization strategy, "artistic empowerment" has
injected new impetus into rural development. This article focuses on Caijiapo Village in  Zf district, xi 'an
City. After its initial revitalization through the "Guanzhong Mangba Art Festival®, the village is confronted
with problems such as fragmented tourism resources, insufficient industrial linkage, and inadequate digital
transformation of cultural ips. To address these issues, this study constructs a comprehensive cultural and
tourism service platform based on digital mini-programs. The paper first analyzes the current situation and
core issues of the cultural and tourism industry in Caijiapo Village. Then, it proposes the concept of platform
construction, designs five core functional modules: smart navigation, activity reservation, AR immersive
experience, cultural and creative e-commerce, and user community. Subsequently, it elaborates on the
multi-party collaborative operation model and implementation path of "government guidance + university
support + enterprise operation + villagers' participation”. Conduct risk identification and response strategy
analysis, and finally evaluate the expected benefits of the platform from economic, social and cultural
dimensions. Research shows that digital cultural tourism platforms represented by "Yicuntong" can solve
the operational problems of art villages through a closed-loop ecosystem, providing a new dual-wheel
drive model of "digital + art" for the development of cultural tourism industries in similar regions, which has
significant theoretical and practical significance.
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
