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Starting from Details to Cultivate Writing Ability: Strategies for Optimizing
Hard-Pen Calligraphy Teaching in Upper Primary Grades

Abstract : As animportant carrier of Chinese culture, Chinese character writing not only undertakes the function
of language communication but also contains aesthetic value and the significance of cultural
inheritance. In the basic education stage, hard—pen calligraphy teaching is an important way to improve
primary school students' Chinese literacy, standardize their writing habits, and cultivate their aesthetic
awareness. Upper primary school students are in a critical period when their writing skills tend to
stabilize; the quality of hard—pen calligraphy teaching at this stage directly affects the development
of their subsequent writing level and the improvement of their overall Chinese ability.

In response to the above status quo, this study is based on the core concept of
"starting from details", emphasizing the precise guidance at the micro level to promote the improvement
of overall writing ability, and effectively giving play to its positive role in cultivating primary school
students' comprehensive quality.
