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Research on Countermeasures for Deepening the Integration of Vocational and
General Education in Ali’s Vocational Education
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Abstract : The integration of vocational and general education is a key measure to break the barriers between
vocational education and general education and build an open educational ecology. It conforms to
the trend of national vocational education reform and is of great significance for optimizing regional
talent supply and promoting educational equity. At present, the practice of deepening the integration of
vocational and general education in Ali's vocational education is facing the following problems: lack
of management systems, insufficient connection between production and education, limited number of
teachers, and difficulties in social recognition. Based on this, this paper constructs a multi—party linkage
responsibility system, develops cross—system elective courses, explores a characteristic teacher
mobility model, promotes curriculum integration in layers, and leads the innovation of vocational
education concepts, focusing on four aspects: government system support, deepening the integration
of production and education, optimizing teacher allocation, and adhering to local conditions. Through
the logic of problem analysis, theoretical construction and pilot improvement, this paper aims to
provide reference for deepening the integration of vocational and general education in Ali's vocational
education and promoting the high—quality development of regional vocational education.
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
