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Exploration of the Implementation Path for Integrating Ideological and Political
Education into the Speech and Eloquence Course Based on the OBE Philosophy
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Abstract : Guided by the Outcome-Based Education (OBE) philosophy, this paper constructs a "point-line—plane"
three—dimensional ideological and political education model for the course "Speech and Eloquence"
in vocational undergraduate institutions. The specific implementation pathways include: establishing
a "5+X" ideological and political content system, innovating a "five—dimensional integrated" teaching
model, enhancing the ideological and political education capacity of the teaching team, and developing
a diversified evaluation system that incorporates ideological and political elements. Practice shows
that this reform has significantly improved student satisfaction, humanistic literacy, and ideological
awareness, while also promoting the synchronous development of teachers' ideological and political
teaching abilities. This study provides an actionable practical framework for ideological and political
education in vocational undergraduate colleges and validates the effectiveness and application value
of the OBE philosophy in curriculum—based ideological and political reform.
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
