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A Comprehensive Exploration of the Application and Effects of Film and
Television Resources in Junior High School Chinese Teaching
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Abstract : Junior high school Chinese teaching is characterized by complex tasks, limited time, a single teaching
method, and a dull classroom atmosphere. Furthermore, due to the emphasis on test scores, teaching
is overly focused on exam—oriented goals and achieving high marks. Under heavy academic burdens,
students mostly learn Chinese through rote memorization, completely losing interest in the subject. With
the in—depth advancement of the Education Informatization 2.0 Initiative, film and television resources, as
important carriers of modern educational technology, have demonstrated unique teaching value in junior
high school Chinese teaching. Based on constructivist theory, multiple intelligences theory, and audio—
visual education theory, this paper systematically explores the application strategies, practical effects,
and optimization paths of film and television resources in junior high school Chinese teaching. Research
shows that the appropriate application of film and television resources can significantly stimulate
students' learning interest, deepen text comprehension, and promote the cultivation of aesthetic literacy
and critical thinking.
