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The Contemporary Echo of Classical Poetry Rhythm — A Study on the
Creation and Dissemination of the Lyrics and Melodies of Du Fu in Chengdu

Abstract :
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Using the children's choral piece "Du Fu in Chengdu" as a case study, this research explores the
innovative transformation of traditional culture in contemporary music creation and the development
of a multimodal communication network. The study reveals that through child—friendly narrative
perspectives, modern reinterpretation of classical poetic imagery, and musical language tailored
for young voices, the work successfully transforms Du Fu's poetic spirit from historical texts into
contemporary aesthetic education resources. In terms of dissemination, the piece establishes a

collaborative ecosystem comprising "institutionalized infiltration of educational systems," "systematic
construction and effective implementation of traditional communication channels," and "innovative
three—dimensional practices in media convergence era communication matrices." Its creativity is
particularly demonstrated through the integration of new media formats like short videos and multi—
platform live streaming, combined with historical scene revitalization, to create a new "participatory
culture" model that connects online and offline engagement. This case demonstrates that revitalizing
the contemporary vitality of traditional culture requires both creative interpretation of content and
systematic innovation in communication channels. The synergy between these elements forms a
classicization pathway, providing theoretical and practical paradigms for the creation and promotion
of similar artistic works.
