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Building a New Integrated Paradigm of Art Education:
"Teaching-Learning-Assessment’
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Abstract : As the core carrier of art education in compulsory education, the quality of art education directly
affects the cultivation of students' aesthetic literacy, creativity, and humanistic spirit. This paper takes
the 'evaluation—feedback-reform' loop of elementary school art education as its logical mainline. It
first defines the core connotations and connections between education quality evaluation and teaching
evaluation, analyzes the current issues in elementary school art evaluation such as 'overemphasis on
results while neglecting process,' 'focus on skills rather than literacy,' and 'single evaluation subjects,'
and then constructs a 'literacy—oriented' diversified evaluation system, clarifying evaluation indicators
and implementation paths. Finally, based on evaluation practice cases, the author proposes reform
strategies such as curriculum content optimization, teaching method innovation, and teacher capability
enhancement, providing practical references for the high—quality development of elementary school
art education. This paper, grounded in educational theory and teaching practice, emphasizes the
diagnostic, guiding, and improvement functions of evaluation for curriculum and teaching.
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
