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Against the backdrop of the new era, the international situation faced by the country has become
increasingly complex. As the main front for ideological construction, colleges and universities should
take the initiative to shoulder their due responsibilities. The in—depth integration of ideological and
political education and national defense education is not only an important strategic choice for
safeguarding national security and responding to international competition, but also fully meets the
inherent requirements of the law of education. Therefore, in ideological and political education, colleges
and universities should vigorously carry out national defense education. In addition to promoting
the realization of the fundamental task of moral education in colleges and universities, this can also
strengthen the cultivation of college students' national awareness and national spirit, and further
enhance their national defense literacy and sense of responsibility. Thus, they can be cultivated into
high—quality talents with firm ideals and beliefs and strong family and country feelings. In this regard,
this paper first expounds college students' national defense literacy and sense of responsibility, and
then puts forward a series of effective application strategies, hoping to provide certain reference for
relevant researchers.
