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Abstract : With the comprehensive deepening of China's quality—oriented education reform, fine arts education
has transcended the scope of traditional skill instruction and become a key vehicle for fostering
students' innovative spirit, aesthetic literacy, and comprehensive abilities. This paper systematically
expounds on the multiple functions of fine arts education in the quality—oriented education system,
including promoting the all-round development of students' cognition, emotions, and abilities, enhancing
their aesthetic judgment and artistic creativity, and strengthening their ability to express emotions and
communicate socially. Meanwhile, in response to the problems existing in current fine arts teaching—
such as simplistic content, traditional methods, and limited evaluation—this paper explores the
innovative paths of fine arts education and teaching methods from four dimensions: interdisciplinary
integration, guidance for independent learning, application of information technology, and reform
of evaluation mechanisms. The research shows that through the systematic innovation of teaching
content, process, and evaluation, fine arts education can better adapt to the development needs of
modern education, effectively stimulate students' artistic potential and comprehensive literacy, and lay
a solid foundation for their lifelong development.
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
