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Dilemmas and Implementation Paths of Integrating Excellent Traditional
Culture into Primary School Chinese Reading Teaching
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Abstract : Reading is the cornerstone of primary school Chinese and a key pathway for cultivating pupils' cultural
literacy. The excellent traditional Chinese culture, with its long history and profound connotation,
embodies rich humanistic heritage, historical wisdom, and spiritual values. The organic integration of
these cultural essences into primary school Chinese reading teaching not only significantly enhances
the overall quality of Chinese instruction but also helps subtly strengthen students' cultural identity and
national pride. Focusing on the practice of primary school Chinese reading teaching, this paper identifies
several common problems in the current integration of traditional culture education: the understanding
of cultural integration goals remains superficial, some teachers fail to deeply explore the connotation
of traditional culture, teaching methods tend to be monotonous, and evaluation methods cannot fully
reflect students' cultural acquisition and emotional internalization. To address these practical dilemmas,
the paper proposes corresponding strategies from aspects such as improving teachers' traditional
cultural literacy, updating teaching concepts, promoting the diversification of teaching methods, and
constructing a systematic evaluation system. It aims to enhance the effectiveness of traditional culture
education in primary school Chinese reading teaching and provide referable ideas and practical
references for achieving the educational goal of "cultivating people through culture".
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
