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The work concerning young people is of vital importance. Post—-00s college students are highly
susceptible to online influences, making it significantly meaningful to strengthen their online ideological
and political education. Based on 279 valid questionnaires, this paper analyzes the online behavior
of this group from five dimensions: study, morality, consumption, communication, and entertainment.
The results show that they hold a positive attitude towards online learning but need to improve their
learning efficiency; they have a positive perception of online morality; their online consumption behavior
is rational; they show no obvious preference in online communication; and their online entertainment is
mainly characterized by short—-to—medium duration activities for mood relaxation. In response to the
existing problems, this paper puts forward strategies such as constructing an efficient online learning
ecosystem, strengthening the education of moral literacy, guiding rational consumption, promoting the
balance between online and offline social interactions, regulating online entertainment behavior, and
improving the collaborative education mechanism. These strategies are intended to provide a reference
for the relevant educational management work in colleges and universities.
