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Abstract :

The lower grades of primary school are a critical period for the development of students' listening

skills. Good listening skills are not only the foundation of classroom interaction, but also the

prerequisite for the formation of students' critical thinking. The core concept of student-centered

classrooms, which takes students as the main body, provides an adaptable teaching framework for

cultivating the listening skills of lower—grade students. Combining the cognitive characteristics of first—

grade primary school students, this paper explores the cultivation path of listening skills in student—

centered classrooms from three dimensions: constructing a listening environment, consolidating

listening habits, and guiding information screening, dialogue and questioning. It aims to make listening a

core competence for students to actively acquire knowledge and develop thinking.
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
