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From “Passive Receiving” to “Active Decoding”—A Practical Study on
"Thinking Flipping” in Senior High School English Reading under the Flipped
Classroom Model

Abstract : English reading ability has long been a benchmark for evaluating students' English proficiency and is
of vital importance throughout their three years of senior high school study. However, traditional senior
high school English teaching prioritizes the mode of "teachers' centralized instruction and students’
passive receiving”, which inevitably results in students' weak sense of participation and the neglect
of their personalized learning needs. Relying on the teaching process of "independent preview before
class, interactive cooperation in class, and extended reflection after class", the flipped classroom
reshapes the traditional teaching model of senior high school English reading classes. It takes students
as the core, realizes the "flipping" of students' reading thinking, and helps them achieve the "active
decoding" of English reading ability. Combined with specific teaching cases, this paper analyzes the
theoretical foundation of the flipped classroom, explores its practical application in senior high school
English reading teaching, and verifies the positive effects of this model on enhancing students' English
reading ability.
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
