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As the deepest spiritual background of the Chinese nation, family and country sentiment carries
individuals' profound emotions and sense of responsibility towards the country and the nation.
Cultivating students' family and country sentiment is one of the important goals of moral and rule of law
teaching in rural junior high schools at present. It is conducive to promoting the implementation of the
fundamental task of fostering morality and cultivating people, improving students' learning abilities, and
effectively enhancing teachers' professional skills. To effectively integrate family and country sentiment
education into the process of moral and rule of law teaching, teachers should accurately grasp
the current teaching situation and identify existing problems such as utilitarian teaching objectives,
closed teaching activities, and single methods of cultivating family and country sentiment in current
junior high school moral and rule of law teaching. Based on these problems and the significance of
cultivating students' family and country sentiment, this paper explores specific methods for cultivating
students' family and country sentiment from multiple perspectives, so as to promote the realization of
the educational goals of moral and rule of law in rural junior high schools and encourage students to
study diligently for the rise of China.
