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Under the development background of the new era, integrating national security education into college
ideological and political courses is a concrete manifestation of the overall national security concept in
the field of higher education, and also an inherent requirement for implementing the fundamental task of
fostering virtue through education and cultivating new—era talents who can shoulder the responsibility
of national rejuvenation. In addition to aligning goals and jointly promoting the fundamental task of
fostering virtue through education, national security education and college ideological and political
courses also play an important role in enhancing the effectiveness of college talent cultivation through
functional synergy. The two complement each other in educational functions and achieve synergistic
improvement, guiding students to establish correct worldviews, outlooks on life and values, helping
students systematically understand the connotation, importance and potential risks and challenges of
national security, and enhancing their national security awareness and sense of responsibility. In this
regard, this paper first elaborates on the logic of integrating national security education into college
ideological and political courses in the new era, and then puts forward the corresponding paths, aiming
to provide certain reference for relevant researchers.
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
