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Policy Opportunities and Practical Challenges for the High- Quality
Development of Private Universities Against the
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Abstract : The construction of Hainan Free Trade Port has provided a new institutional environment and
strategic opportunities for the development of regional higher education, and also put forward
higher requirements for the transformation and upgrading of private universities. Focusing on the
framework of "policy opportunities—practical challenges—development paths”, this paper analyzes
the opportunities and bottlenecks in the high—quality development of private universities in Hainan.
The study holds that the construction of the Free Trade Port has created favorable conditions for
private universities to expand international cooperation, optimize their major structure and innovate
school-running models through institutional opening—up, industrial structure upgrading and deepened
integration of industry and education. However, problems such as insufficient capacity for international
school-running, imperfect governance system, and mismatch between major structure and regional
industrial demand restrict the effective transformation of policy advantages. Therefore, it is necessary
to promote the transformation from scale expansion to connotative development through coordinated
efforts in clarifying strategic positioning, improving internationalization level, optimizing governance
structure and deepening industry—education integration. This study has certain theoretical and practical
significance for improving the ability of private universities in Hainan to serve the construction of the
Free Trade Port.
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
